Confidently balancing the contemporary and
the local, the architecture of Muslim societies
today reveals a dynamic and profoundly
productive terrain. From public spaces to
educational institutions and private residences,
architects, planners and conservators are
responding to the challenges of their specific
environments with imagination and skill,
matching innovative design with a deep-felt
commitment to place and to the aspirations
of the people they serve.

Cutting a swathe across the globe from
west Africa to southeast Asia, the nine projects
selected for the  Aga Khan Award for
Architecture include a sophisticated urban
square in Beirut, an embassy in Addis Ababa
that seems carved out of the ground, an
environmentally responsive apartment building
in Singapore, a high-tech university campus on
a grand scale in Malaysia, a sustainable school
house in rural Bangladesh, a mud-brick market
in a mid-size town in Burkina Faso and projects
for the rehabilitation of historic cities or
monuments inYemen and Cyprus.The scale
and typologies of the projects may vary, but
all are shaped by a meaningful engagement
with the conditions of the site and the
inhabitants of the place.

Since its inception in , the Aga Khan
Award for Architecture has recognised almost
 projects that have set new standards of
excellence in architecture, planning, conser-
vation and landscape design.To mark the th

year of the award, this publication includes a
historical overview of winning projects,
seminars and events through the years.
Each of the projects selected in this th cycle
of the award is illustrated through detailed
drawings, specially commissioned photographs
and concise descriptions. An introductory
essay by Homi K. Bhabha is accompanied
by a discussion of architecture for a changing
world, with contributions from Omar Akbar,
Homa Farjadi, Sahel Al-Hiyari, Shirazeh
Houshiary, Mohsen Mostafavi, Farshid
Moussavi, Modjtaba Sadria, Brigitte Shim,
Billie Tsien and KennethYeang.
